On Wednesday 3rd April 2024 

 
Cattle 
The entry forward of mainly dairy cross cattle sold to an exceptional trade throughout. 
 
Topping the sale at £1350 was a trio of twenty-month-old Aberdeen Angus cross steers from Messrs 
PJ Caunter & Son, Washbourne who sold other excellent runs of dairy bred steers to £1340, £1320 and 
£1300. Mr FK Martin, Postbridge sold a single outwintered South Devon steer to £1300 with simmental 
cross eleven-month-old steers from A Dent, Ashburton selling to £1000 with FC Janes & Son, 
Moretonhampstead selling a well-covered twenty-two-month-old Longhorn steer to the same money. 
 
In the heifer section FK Martin sold a bunch of twenty-three-month-old South Devon heifers to £1140 
with the best of Messrs PJ Caunter & Son’s entry to £1080 for a bunch of five eighteen-month-old 
Aberdeen Angus cross and Hereford cross heifers with other bunches to £980. Messrs Dent and Joy 
sold the pick of their Simmental cross heifers to £950. 
 

Sheep 
The entry forward met strong demand with a top of £180 for a pen of well finished 59kg lambs for Mr 
WJ Heath, Bickington. The tail end of MJ & JM Evans’s hoggs sold to £177 and £164 for 68.40kg and 
50.80kg hoggs respectively. 
 
In the ewes a top price of £105 for Mr WJ Heath.
